School Covid Update

Even though the Northern Ireland Executive has lifted some Covid-19 restrictions; schools continue
to see an increasing number of children testing positive. As ever with covid-19, the challenge is that in
many positive cases no outward symptoms are displayed.

We have also noticed that some children who had previously been infected have tested positive again
— some not very long after their original infection. Please be alert to any of the covid-19 symptoms
and follow PHA advice.

If there are a number of confirmed cases of covid-19 in a class; the Public Health Agency now
recommend the children in the class take an additional Lateral Flow Test before returning to school.
You will be notified by a text if this advice applies to your child’s class. A copy of the letter will be
put in the home learning section of the school website.

If possible; I would encourage all families to consider regular testing of children using a lateral flow
test. By regularly testing — we can keep each other safe and minimise disruption to daily school life.

To date; we have been able to cover staff absences but we are aware substitute cover is extremely
limited. It is vital that we keep everyone, both children and staff, healthy so that we can keep all our
classes in school.

Please stay alert for the first sign of symptoms and, if in doubt, do not send a child who is unwell to
school. Thank you for your support.
